In Ahmaud Arbery's Name, Georgia Repeals Citizen's Arrest Law

About a year after the shooting death of Ahmaud Arbery became national news, and nearly 15 months 
after he was shot while jogging down a street, Georgia has repealed the vague law being used to defend
the men charged with murder in his killing.

Republican Gov. Brian Kemp signed the overhaul he championed at the Georgia Capitol on Monday, 
alongside a bipartisan group of state lawmakers as well as Arbery's mother, Wanda Cooper-Jones, and 
sister, Jasmine Arbery.

"I think the state of Georgia is moving in the right direction by passing this particular bill," Cooper-
Jones said at the Capitol. "Unfortunately, I had to lose my son to get significant change. But again, I'm 
still thankful."

At the ceremony, Kemp said, "This bill makes Georgia the first state in the country to repeal its citizen's
arrest statute."

"Today we are replacing a Civil War-era law, ripe for abuse, with language that balances the sacred 
right to self-defense of a person and property with our shared responsibility to root out injustice and set 
our state on a better path forward," he said.

The law, which allowed any citizen to "arrest" another if a crime was committed "within his immediate 
knowledge," has been replaced with specific language to provide for citizen detainment in specific 
circumstances, including shopkeepers who witness shoplifters and restaurant owners and employees 
who witness "dine and dash" customers.

• Uber, Lyft to Provide Free Rides to Covid-19 Vaccine Sites Until July 4

New transportation partnership comes as Biden administration explores ways to encourage 
people to get vaccinated

WASHINGTON—Ride-sharing companies Uber Technologies Inc. and Lyft Inc. will make 
all rides to and from vaccination sites free until July 4 under a new partnership with the 
White House.

White House Covid-19 coordinator Jeff Zients detailed the new steps in a Tuesday call with
governors as part of the Biden administration’s effort to meet a target of 70% of the U.S. 
adult population getting at least one vaccine dose by July 4. President Biden also met 
virtually with a group of governors Tuesday afternoon to discuss vaccination efforts.

The administration will provide data on about 80,000 vaccination sites to Lyft and Uber as 
part of the transportation partnership, a senior administration official said.

While the companies were already providing free or discounted rides in some 
circumstances, the rides will now be free to anyone in the U.S. who is going to a 
vaccination site to get the shot, and Lyft and Uber will promote the rides to and from tens 
of thousands of vaccination sites through their apps. The feature will launch in the next two
weeks and run until July 4, when Mr. Biden has aimed to have enough people vaccinated to
allow for safer Independence Day gatherings.

The actions come as demand for vaccines has declined in recent weeks, prompting the 
administration to shift its allocation method to states as governments and private companies
explore ways to incentivize people to get vaccinated.



• Donald Glover: TV & Films Are Boring Because “People are Afraid of Getting Cancelled”

Actor and musician slams artistic chilling effect of fear.

Actor and Grammy Award winning musician Donald Glover says that television shows and 
movies are becoming increasingly boring because “people are afraid of getting cancelled.”

Glover, also known by his stage name Childish Gambino, made the comments via his 
official Twitter account.

“Saw people on here havin a discussion about how tired they were of reviewing boring 
stuff (tv & film),” remarked Glover.

“We’re getting boring stuff and not even experimental mistakes(?) because people are 
afraid of getting cancelled.”

“So they feel like they can only experiment w/ aesthetic. (also because some of em know 
they’re not that good).”

Apologists immediately reacted to the remarks by claiming Glover was referring to the 
cancellation of TV shows and not “cancel culture” itself, although the comments clearly 
indicate Glover was referring to cancel culture.

Cheney on Trump: 'He's going to unravel the democracy to come back into power'

(CNN)Rep. Liz Cheney is outlining her next steps in the aftermath of her ousting from leadership, 
telling NBC, "I intend to be the leader, one of the leaders, in a fight to help to restore our party," and 
warning that former President Donald Trump is willing "to unravel the democracy to come back into 
power."

The Wyoming congresswoman, and now former House Republican Conference chair, also didn't rule 
out a run for president in the "Today" interview that aired Thursday morning, but she did confirm she 
will run for reelection for her US House seat next year.

Cheney said "silence is not an option" when speaking out against Trump, and she said admonishments 
from her fellow Republicans to move forward are not possible because the damage that the former 
president is causing is "an ongoing threat." The daughter of former Vice President Dick Cheney 
reiterated her assertion Wednesday that Trump cannot become president again.

"He's unfit," she said. "He never again can be anywhere close to the Oval Office."

US fuel pipeline hackers 'didn't mean to create problems'

A cyber-criminal gang that took a major US fuel pipeline offline over the weekend has acknowledged 
the incident in a public statement.

"Our goal is to make money and not creating problems for society," DarkSide wrote on its website.

The US issued emergency legislation on Sunday after Colonial Pipeline was hit by a ransomware 
cyber-attack.

The pipeline carries 2.5 million barrels a day - 45% of the East Coast's supply of diesel, petrol and jet 
fuel.

The operator took itself offline on Friday after the cyber-attack. Work to restore service is continuing.

On Monday, the FBI officially confirmed that DarkSide was responsible for compromising Colonial 
Pipeline's networks, saying that it was continuing to work with the firm and other government agencies 
on the investigation.

During a speech about the economy at the White House on Monday, US President Joe Biden said that 
he was being "personally briefed" on the situation with the pipeline each day.

"The agencies across the government have acted quickly to mitigate any impact on our fuel supply," he 
said.

"We're prepared to take additional steps depending on how quickly the company is able to bring its 
pipeline back up to capacity."

A number of cyber-security researchers, including firms contacted by the BBC, have speculated that the
cyber-criminal gang could be Russian, as their software avoids encrypting any computer systems where
the language is set as Russian.

Mr Biden said that the US government was concerned about this aspect of the cyber-attack.

"I'm gonna be meeting with President Putin and so far there is no evidence, based on our intelligence 
people, that Russia is involved," he said.

"Although, there's evidence that the actors' ransomware is in Russia - they have some responsibility to 
deal with this."

DarkSide posted a statement on its website on Monday, describing itself as "apolitical".

"We do not participate in geopolitics, do not need to tie us with a defined government and look for... 
our motives," the group said.



The group also indicated it had not been aware that Colonial was being targeted by one of its affiliates, 
saying: "From today, we introduce moderation and check each company that our partners want to 
encrypt to avoid social consequences in the future."

Colonial Pipeline paid hackers nearly $5 million in ransom - Bloomberg News

(Reuters) - Colonial Pipeline paid nearly $5 million to Eastern European hackers on Friday after a 
crippling cyberattack that shut the largest fuel pipeline network in the United States, Bloomberg News 
reported, citing two people familiar with the transaction.

The company paid the ransom in untraceable cryptocurrency within hours after the attack, according to 
the report.

Colonial Pipeline declined to comment.

Whether targets of such attacks should pay to regain control of their systems is a matter of fierce 
debate. Critics contend that paying ransom encourages attacks.

90-year-old Hong Kong woman loses $32 million in phone scam

(CNN) Hong Kong police have arrested a man after a 90-year-old woman lost around HK$247 million 
($32 million) in a scam.

The woman contacted police on March 2 and told them she had made a total of 10 payments after 
scammers told her her identity had been used in criminal activities in mainland China, according to a 
police statement sent to CNN on Wednesday.

The woman said she had received a call in August 2020 from someone who claimed to work in law 
enforcement in mainland China.

Then a man who purported to be a mainland law enforcement official visited her home and gave her a 
cellphone with which to communicate with them, police said. The woman then made a series of 
transactions to two bank accounts as instructed.

Police arrested a 19-year-old man on March 25. He has been released on bail and is scheduled to report 
to police in late April, according to the statement.

The investigation continues and more arrests may be made, the police added.

The woman lives in Hong Kong's most expensive neighborhood, an area called The Peak, the South 
China Morning Post reported. The exclusive enclave sits at the highest point on Hong Kong Island.

In October 2020, a 65-year-old woman paid HK$68.9 million ($8.9 million) to people who, she said, 
accused her of being involved in money laundering in mainland China, the South China Morning Post 
reported. Three men were arrested last week in connection with the incident, the paper added.

In January 2019, an 85-year-old man lost more than $73.9 million in a gold scam that took a total of 
$80 million from seven victims.

White Guy Becomes Black Bank Robber With Super Realistic Hollywood Mask

Last spring, a white Polish immigrant robbed several Ohio banks wearing a hyper-realistic Hollywood 
mask. To security cameras and witnesses, he looked like an undisguised black man. Which is why an 
innocent black guy was arrested for the crimes.

When Conrad Zdzierak called Hollywood mask-making company SPFXMasks inquiring about a mask 
of a young African American man called "The Player" and a matching set of black hands, he said he 
was doing the research as a movie producer. He was actually doing the research as a bank robber.

Recently, a Chinese man used one of SPFXMasks' products to sneak onto a plane disguised as an 
elderly white man, and Zdzierak's robberies are leading authorities to believe that Southern California's 
"Geezer Bandit," an elderly bank robber who has gone unapprehended for months, might not be so 
elderly after all.



‘Prolific’ prosthetic mask-wearing bandit busted in Beverly Hills

A black man who allegedly wore an elaborate Hollywood-style prosthetic white face mask to commit a 
slew of burglaries in and around Los Angeles has been arrested.

Rockim Prowell, 30, was nabbed by cops during a traffic stop in Beverly Hills last week, and caught 
with the open-mouthed mask — complete with hair — seen in surveillance images, police said.

Authorities also connected Prowell’s car to the burglary spree, and found that its license plates were 
stolen.

A search warrant executed at his Inglewood home also turned up stolen property.

The “prolific” bandit is now facing two counts of burglary, two counts of grand theft, and one count of 
vandalism, according to police.

Investigators in Beverly Hills are working with police in Los Angeles and Newport Beach to connect 
Prowell to crimes in those nearby cities.

“We believe that the suspect is responsible for numerous residential burglaries within the Southern 
California area,” Beverly Hills Police said.
